BC SECONDARY SCHOOL BOYS’ VOLLEYBALL ASSOCIATION

RULES & REGULATIONS (Updated Sep. 2009)

ARTICLE I – GENERAL RULES

1. 
The B.C.S.S.B.V.A. has adopted the BC SCHOOL SPORTS Eligibility Policies. Please see Section 6 on the

BCSS web site under Competitive Policies.

2. 
To register a team with the Boy’s Volleyball Commission, every Member School must complete the BC

SCHOOL SPORTS online participation form and fee payment procedures by October 1. Player Registration for all teams will be done online through the BC School Sports Website by the first league game or October 1, whichever date is earlier. There is a $50 fine for a late Player Registration.

3. 
A team may register a minimum of 8 players with the commission.

4.
A team is defined as a maximum of fifteen (15) registered players per match, and three (3) coaches and/or

managers.

5. 
A team must compete in its Zone Playoff, consisting of Tournament play between at least four (4) Zone

teams, to be eligible for participation in Playoff Berth Competition or the Provincial Tournament. (Zones with

less than four (4) registered teams must compete in a zone playoff with all teams in the zone. Each zone is

eligible for a minimum of one provincial berth).

6. 
A team must declare at the time of registration whether it will compete as a A, AA or AAA team.

An “A” team wishing to compete at “AA” level may not enter the “A” Provincial Tournament. Only one team

per school may compete at a Provincial tournament.

An “AA” team wishing to compete at “AAA” level may not enter the “AA” Provincial Tournament. Only one

team per school may compete at a Provincial tournament.

7.
Teams eligible for “A” competition are those registered teams from schools with 80 or fewer boys enrolled in

Grades 11 and 12, “AA” competition are those registered teams from schools with 80-225 boys enrolled in

Grades 11 and 12, while a team defined as “AAA” is one registered from a school with 226 or more boys

enrolled in Grades 11 and 12 (Enrolments as of September 30)

8. 
A team must play during the designated Season of Play (Fall season is the first thirteen weeks of the school

year).

ARTICLE II – TOURNAMENT GUIDELINES

1. Location

i.   
The Tournament may move annually from one Zone to another.

ii.   
The President and Executive shall project the rotation of the A, AA and AAA Tournaments for at

      
least three years in advance. This will give the Zones ample warning when it is their turn to host.

iii. 
The host of the A, AA and AAA Tournaments will be decided annually at the respective

Tournament meeting and a vote shall be taken there.

(A – rotate host site, previous winner has first choice of hosting)

(AA \ “AA” and “AAA will be hosted in Kelowna (OUC) on a permanent basis. Bids to move the

(AAA/ site must be submitted 2 years in advance at the AGM)

2. Eligibility to Host Provincial Championships

a) Zones eligible to host a Provincial Championship without question are: Okanagan, Vancouver, and Fraser Valley

b) Zones which may host with some restrictions are:

i.
Vancouver Island – only where travel from ferry landings does not present appreciable distance

or cost burden to traveling teams (see (v) below).

ii.      North Central – only to travel no further than ninety kilometres north, east or west of Prince

        George (see (v) below).

iii.     Provincial Championships will not be considered for the Kootenay or North West Zone (see (v)

        below).

iv.     Requests to host a Provincial Championship must be sent in writing to the President no later than four weeks before the Annual General Meeting.

v.      Any request infringing on these guidelines will be dealt with by the Executive prior to the Annual

         General Meeting and a decision will be submitted at the meeting.

3. Dates and Requirements

a) 
The Provincial Tournament dates for the “A” Tournament will be the 12th weekend of the school year and

the date for the “AA” and “AAA” Tournament will be the 13th weekend of the school year. The Annual

General Meeting shall be held on the 13th weekend.

b) 
The “A” tournament will consist of a twelve team competition with the format to be decided by the Executive.

Tournament activities start on Thursday running Friday through Saturday.

c) 
The “AA” tournament will consist of a sixteen team competition with the format to be decided by the

Executive. Tournament activities may start on Wednesday and will continue through Thursday and

Friday with the finals and closing ceremonies set for Saturday evening.

d) 
The “AAA” tournament will consist of a twenty team competition. Tournament activities may start on Tuesday and will continue through Thursday and Friday with the finals and closing ceremonies set for Saturday evening.

e) 
The President shall ensure a permanent record of past and present Tournament information is

maintained and available to the Tournament Chairman and Executive.

f) 
Every attempt shall be made to provide each team with as many matches as possible and reasonable in

the Tournament.

g) 
The Tournament entry fee for “A” Provincial Championships is $250.00. The fee for “AA” and “AAA” is

$350.00. The Tournament fee for the upcoming year shall be set at the Annual General Meeting. All

teams participating in the Provincial Tournament must attend and pay the stipulated fee by one week

prior to the Tournament. The entry fee includes 15 programs.

h) 
The banquet fee amount is set by the local Tournament Chairman with the approval of the President prior

to the Tournament (included with tournament registration fee.)

i) 
All teams participating in the “A” Provincial Tournament must attend all functions and ceremonies

(including A.G.M., opening and closing ceremonies and banquet). Teams not complying with this

requirement (unless prior permission had been obtained from tournament director and/or the

representative of the boys association) shall be subject to a probationary period to be decided by and

executive committee. During this period the team will be required to post a $250.00 performance bond,

which would be forfeit upon further non-compliance.

j) 
All team participating in the “AA & AAA” Provincial Tournament must attend all functions and ceremonies

(including A.G.M., opening ceremonies and banquet). Teams that complete play on Friday are not

required to attend the closing ceremony on Saturday. All other teams are required to attend the closing

ceremonies. Teams not complying with this requirement (unless prior permission had been obtained from

tournament director and/or the representative of the boys association) shall be subject to a probationary

period to be decided by and executive committee. During this period the team will be required to post a

$250.00 performance bond, which would be forfeit upon further non-compliance.

The “A” tournament is a 10 team format with berths awarded as follows:

Each of the 7 zones will receive one berth and the host school receives a berth.  

Two wildcards will be awarded as follows:

i. Zones with more than 4 teams registered can apply

ii. Zones with 2 or more strong teams may apply

(Note: Large AND strong zones could be awarded 3 berths)

Each zone coordinator should plan for wildcard challenges at the end of their regular zone playoffs.  The wildcards will be determined by the Provincial Executive.  Unused berths will be determined the Executive after consulting the zone reps.

The “AA” Tournament is a 16 team format. Each zone will

receive a minimum of 1 berth and a maximum of 3 berths

(excluding the host berth). A zone will receive 1 berth for

every 5 teams registered. The berth allotment for “AA”

will be as follows:

Zone reps are to be given autonomy to make decisions regarding the wildcard tournament. If an impasse results, seek advice or direction of the executive.

If there is no team from a zone, the executive and the zone reps will conduct a conference call or email vote to decide how to allocate the open berth.

ARTICLE IV – OFFICIALS

1. 
For Playoff Berth Competitions and Provincial Tournament:

a. 
All officials must be fully qualified and shall be remunerated according to the current BCVA Officiating fee schedule.

b. Scorekeepers and linesmen are to be well instructed.

ARTICLE V – PLAYING RULES

1. 
The Official Volleyball Canada Rules for the current year shall be employed.
2. 
Tie Breakers The CVA Tie Breaking systems shall be employed. See rule book Re: between tied teams.
Comission Exceptions to Official Volleyball Canada Rules:

a.) 12 Subs (rentry) with libero
b.) At the end of all games, teams do not need to lineup on the end line, they can proceed to the other side of the net and their benches using the proper rotation.
ARTICLE VI – TROPHIES, AWARDS, ALL-STAR TEAMS

1. 
Trophies

a. 
Trophies shall be presented to: “A” (1-5), “AA” (1-9) and “AAA” (1-9).

b. 
A personal trophy for the Most Outstanding Player in each of the “A”, “AA” and “AAA” Tournaments.

c.
A perennial trophy for the Most Sportsmanlike Team in each of the “A”, “AA” and “AAA” Tournaments.

d. 
No additional trophies are to be presented without the prior and express permission of the President.

2. 
Tournaments

An appeal committee exists at both the “A” and the “AA & AAA” Provincial Tournaments consisting of the

following: President / Member of Executive / Chairperson / Head Official

Other persons as necessary to be decided by above before commencement of the Tournament.

Any zone wishing to host a tournament out of rotation should submit the request, in writing, to the President of

the B.C.S.S.B.V.A. and prepare a formal bid for the Annual General Meeting at lease one year prior to the

date requested.

TOURNAMENT FORMAT

1. On day one teams are placed in pools according to their year’s rankings.

“AA” + “AAA”  teams are ranked 1 through 20 and then placed in power pools A through E.

“A” teams are placed into balanced pools as follows

2. 
Round robin matches on day one are all BEST TWO OF THREE.

3. 
The winners of Pool B, C, D and E – AAA move up to the last spot in the pool ahead of them. The last place

team in Pool A, B, C and D drop to the pool below. E.g. the fourth place team in Pool A becomes the first place

team in Pool B, ranked fifth. The same will be true in AA. The winners of Pools B and C move up, Pool A

moves down.

4. 
All Championship matches are BEST THREE OF FIVE.

5. 
All Consolation matches are BEST TWO OF THREE. This includes all games played after teams have lost.

6. 
For AAA & AA, all matches at the provincial championships will be predetermined to specific courts. At no time during the  tournament should/will any match be moved from one court to another to allow for a “Home Team” advantage. (carried 2004)
2013 PROVINCIAL BOYS CHAMPIONSHIPS SCHEDULES will be sent out with the registration packages.

The format and times will be similar to last year.
